Dragon Soldiers:…Warriors:

    If you had to assess your unit’s NBC readiness posture right now, how would it rate?  That’s what your commander wants to know, and that’s how we stay ready to fight tonight.  This quarter has provided great training opportunities to allow you to assess your unit.  Exercises and training events such as Strike ARTEP, Extended N-Hour Sequence, GATEWAY, and WARPATH II all proved to be valuable forums to sharpen our warfighting skills…and we did!  So why do I ask the question?

    With personnel turnover, manufacturer expirations, and wear and tear on equipment, the question remains valid.  The new NBC NCO or Officer walks into the unit and inherits…good or bad…that unit’s status either to maintain or improve respectively.  The first thing that has to happen is “take ownership” for the unit’s NBC readiness posture.  Depending on your position, your duties and responsibilities may range from ensuring the NBC room is properly organized and managed to integrating the assets of the 4th Chemical Company into your unit’s training plan.  

    Manufacturer expiration dates have to be watched very closely to maintain our readiness.  One of the most valuable training tools to assist you with this monumental task is the “shelf-life-tracker”…but even it must be managed properly with attention to detail.  Used effectively, this tool gives you the signs and indicators you need to always be ahead of the curve with ordering equipment and supplies well before they reach the expiration date.  

    Our equipment has stood the test of time, but some of it is just getting old and reaching the end of its life span.  This quarter we saw the M12A1’s upgraded and the operators of that equipment love it.  The soldiers stand ready to support the Division in decontamination operations.  As featured in the last newsletter, the first shipment of the M100 Sorbent Decontamination System has arrived in the Division and will be issued to selected units in mid December 2003…but this is only the beginning.

    In the coming months, the Division will receive a wide array of chemical defense equipment as new additions, replacements, or augmentations to our current equipment inventory.  This special CDE fielding is directed from the highest levels within the Department of Defense and reaffirms the high priority that DoD places on the Division; specifically on our NBC defense readiness.  While estimated arrival dates are still forthcoming, we must be prepared to receive this equipment at any time.  Our current CDE reports will greatly influence new equipment authorizations, so in the spirit of the season, check your lists, then check them twice.

    We are all soldiers with the common purpose of ensuring we’re ready to fight and win our Nation’s wars.  Let’s do our part, as Dragon Warriors to ensure the Division remains…

Joint Warning and Reporting Network (JWARN)

The newest addition to the 2d Infantry Division chemical soldiers is the Joint Warning and Reporting Network (JWARN). JWARN software is a system that tracks NBC hazard areas, casualty percentages and much more. The current version consists of four CD’s that replicate the actual warning system components. The JWARN package consists of three programs:

1. Hazard Prediction and Assessment Capability (HPAC) 

2. Vapor, Liquid, Solid Tracking (VLSTRACK)

3.  NBC Analysis.

The minimum requirements to install the JWARN program are a computer with the following hardware and software: 

1. Pentium 90

2. Windows 95, 98, or NT 4.0

3. 16 MB RAM for Win 95/98, 32 MB RAM for Win NT 4.0

4. 800x600 resolution graphics (The JMV plotting software requires 1024x768 but JMV installation is optional.)

5. 114 MB free hard disk space for installation of minimum program core files

6. CD-ROM drive

7. Internet connection via modem or network (needed only to download weather data)

8. Web browser that supports such as Netscape Navigator 4.0 or Internet Explorer 4.0 (needed only for NBC Effects Primer and the NWBFAC Interactive Tutorial).
These areas work to increase response and minimize time wasted. The Division Chemical Operations Officer stressed the importance of continuing training on JWARN. Our Chemical soldiers need to train and understand the program in order to improve our response time to an attack. Our goal is simply to enhance a force ready to “Fight Tonight”. 


 

Logistics

CDE in cold weather

Severe cold weather conditions may affect CDE and impact safety, reliability, and long-term effectiveness.  The following steps must be taken to ensure operational readiness of chemical- biological protective masks.   

· Do not clear the mask by exhaling a large volume of air.  Moist air will frost the eye lenses and impair vision.  Exhale slowly and lightly. 

· If there is resistance when exhaling, the outlet valve may be sticking.  If the outlet valve sticks to the outlet valve seat, massage the outlet valve disk through the outlet valve cover until the outlet valve disk opens and closes freely. 

· When wearing the mask in cold weather, you may feel increased resistance to your breathing. 

· During periods between repeated uses, take the mask out of the carrier and shake or flex the mask to remove ice and snow. 

· Do not warm the mask near a heater or open flame.  The plastic and rubber parts of the mask could be damaged. 

· Warm mask when you can. 

· Dry mask with cheesecloth in a warm indoor area. 

· Carefully dry outlet and nose cup valves.

· Before entering a warm area from subzero temperatures, remove frost and snow from the mask. 

Note: always use mask assembly with outserts installed when operating in cold weather to prevent fogging.

Radiation Safety
Emergency Procedures
· Call Radiation Safety Officer

· Keep all personnel as far as possible from the incident scene

· Perform any life saving rescue and first aid necessary

· If there is a fire or danger of fire, summon fire department services immediately

· Keep up wind of the incident, especially when fire is present

· Refer to material safety data sheets for specific emergency procedures

· Detain all personnel involved with the incident or potentially contaminated personnel

· Do not remove any equipment

· Shut off heating and A/C equipment if airborne contamination is present to prevent spread of contamination

· Take all instructions from personnel trained to clean up and dispose of radioactive contamination

Dragon’s lair
    During the last quarter’s training a number of questions came up on NBC issues.  Listed below are the questions and a possible course of action.  

Q1.  Can I open my MOPP suit when it is hot?

A1.   It is up to individual commanders to make modifications to MOPP levels.

Q2.  Are the over boots (wet weather boots) really an acceptable form of footwear for the MOPP suit?

A2.  Yes soldiers can wear the green or black vinyl overshoe (BVO) over their combat boots to protect feet from contamination by all known agents, vectors, and radiological particles for at least of 14 days. Protection continues past 14 days provided the BVO remains serviceable. Wearing the BVO with combat boots provides protection against all known agents, following contamination. (FM 3-4)

Q3.  Can I take my BDUs off before donning in MOPP IV?

A3.  The JSLIST is normally worn over the duty uniform; however, in high temperatures it may be worn over underwear.  It is up to individual commanders to make this modification. (FM 3-4)

Q4. Can the M9 paper cause cancer?

A4. Soldiers should be careful when using M9 Chemical Detector Paper, the paper used to detect liquid chemical agent aerosols.  This paper contains a small amount of dye that might cause dermatitis in sensitive individuals.  One of the dyes also is considered mutagenic, meaning it can cause changes in the DNA molecule.  In addition, the paper might contain a chemical that has been determined to be carcinogenic.  Because M9 paper contains small amounts of these dyes, the health risk is considered small.  However, soldiers need to take care to avoid contact with the paper.  Paper band must not be to tight because it will tear with movement.  However it must not be too loose because it may slip down.  When handling M9 paper, always wear chemical protective gloves and never allow the paper to touch your bare skin.  When dispenser is not in use, place in plastic storage bag.  Squeeze air sealing plastic storage bag.  To demilitarize M9 OD detector paper, cut paper in half, and throw in common trash container.  The paper is not a hazardous waste and does not need material safety data sheets (MSDS).  References: Army TM 3-6666-311-10; Countermeasure (Safety Magazine), June 2003.
