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Division Chemical Officer

Is this not a great place to be a Chemical Officer or a NBC NCO?  Last month, we didn’t even have to set our alarms because our Division G3 woke us up with some pleasant morning music.  We got to go into work in MOPP 1, set up our M22s, and finished the morning in MOPP4!  How many soldiers can say they were in a Division where everyone went to MOPP4 at the same time?  Not many!

That may sound funny, but it is meant to show that NBC command emphasis in 2ID is alive and well.  You can count on more NBC tasks, during the coming alerts.  I say this because we need to seize on this command emphasis to make our units better prepared than they already are.  Some of you will be leaving soon, and now is the time to set your replacement up for success.  

Last month, I  participated in a Warrior Off Site in Yongsan.  While I was there, I had a chance to talk to many of your battalion and brigade commanders.  The topic was always CDE shortages.  I was surprised to learn that many of the battalion commanders were not even aware that they were short  some items.  The occasional response was, “My Chemo comes in and tells me we are good, so I glance at the CDE and sign it”.  People, we owe it to our bosses to tell them what needs to be worked on.  That’s what we are paid for.  If something is short, or you see a need to do some training…tell him!  From the positive responses I got at the Off Site these commanders will order the needed equipment or schedule the training.   

Some of you received an “eye opening” experience with the new way we check the CDE reports each month.  You realized you were a lot shorter on some items than you thought.  Let’s order them.  It is not an option.  Unlike CONUS, here in Korea we have to have all of our CDE immediately on hand.  There won’t be time to fill emergency requisitions when that siren sounds off for real.  Some of you have asked about cross leveling shortages at the Division level.  We will try to do what we can.  But for the items that everyone is short on,the only way to fill it is to order it.  Since its not an overnight process, the sooner the better.

JSLIST fielding will cure our problems with BDOs.  That fielding continues as I write this.  We have got to get those issued out and our soldiers trained on them ASAP.  If you need help with training, let Division Chemical know, we may be able to help.  8th Army was a big help in us getting those fielded early.  And, since we are the only ones getting JSLIST now, and 8th Army has BDO shortages, we owe it to them to help them out and quickly turn in our excess BDOs.  They will then go to units that need them.

Look for an increase in emphasis on Operational Decontamination.  We need to work our M17 Sanators and the Battalion Decontamination teams.  Saying you are short 54Bs, or your Sanators are NMC is no excuse.  I personally think that a decon team is a great place to put one of your KATUSAs.  If anything, they provide the longevity you need at that position.  Our SBCCOM LAR, Mr. Ken Sawyer is ready and willing to come down and take a look at your M17s.  You only have to call him.  

A prevailing thought I have seen recently is that if a unit needs a decon or water for a decon they simply have to call the Chemical Company.  4th Chem has four decon platoons.  When you consider how many battalions and separate companies they have to support, you will see there’s not enough decon assets to go around.   Simply put, you have to be able to sustain your unit’s combat power through operational decon.  Operational Decontamination  doesn’t require many assets or much time.  Units should look at conducting one as part of every FTX or gunnery.  Look for more on this the next time the CG issues training guidance.

Division Chemical is staying busy.  Once Iron ARTEP is finished, we will be in the “home stretch” for the Warfighter Exercise in May.  4th Chemical is coming out to serve as a battalion headquarters during that exercise.  Many of you have asked for my help on how to properly utilize chemical assets during combat operations.  I will give a class on what’s doctrinally correct and how I have seen it “done right” in late March.  Try to attend.

Keep up the good work.  We are making headway whether you realize it or not.  We have supportive commanders and great soldiers to work with it.  All considered, we can do just about anything.

  Greetings Dragon Soldiers!  As you can tell the division is back to its normal operation pace.  With IRON ARTEP in full force, Warpath III, and Warfighter on the horizon, and there’s no slowing down.

M100 decon System Fielding

     The Division will soon field the M100 sorbent decontamination system (SDS). This system replaces the M11 and M13 decon apparatuses used in an operator's spray down during immediate decon.  The M100 contains a reactive neutralizing sorbent powder.  The M100's should arrive during 3rd QTR 03, with fielding to 2ID shortly there after. 

     The M100 SDS is relatively small, approximately 3" x 6" x 14", and weighs less than an M11.  Each M100 SDS consists of two 0.7 lb packs of reactive sorbent powder; a wash mitt-type sorbent applicator; a case; straps; and detailed instructions. An optional chemical agent resistant mounting bracket is also available.    The M100 SDS mounting bracket is designed with the same mounting hole configuration as the M11s, allowing for an easy replacement. 

     Other advantages of the SDS:

· It is the same size as the M11 and weighs less

· It decreases application time by allowing two operators to perform simultaneous decontamination

· The reactive sorbent powder is non-toxic and non-corrosive

· The M100 SDS requires no water to complete the mission

· The M100 SDS is designed to operate at temperatures between -25 and 120 °F, and decontaminates an area slighty large than 3 meters by 4 meters (12.5 m2)  that is contaminated with 10g of agent per square meter surface are in less than 15 minutes.  
     For more information go to the websitse.sbccom.apgea.army.mil/products/sds.htm.  There will be no new equipment training (NET) on the M100.  The disposition instructions for the M13's, M11's and DS2 containers have not been written yet, but do get an accurate inventory of those items in the meantime. Turn in only unserviceable (leaking or rusted containers) thru HAZMAT reps IAW 2ID Reg 725-360, page 2-12, paragraph 7b; and Appendix F paragraphs 1 and 2; and Material Safety Data Sheets.
