Great job…everyone… at the Division Warfighter Exercise!  We received great comments from all the Observer/Controllers about our ability to use the NBCWRS, employ smoke, and command and control chemical units on the battlefield.  Since the Division did so well overall in defeating the COE, the BCTP guys just HAD to do SOMETHING to slow 2ID down.  They tried to do it thru chemical attacks and hit us with more nerve agent than in BCTP history.  You folks responded superbly and it is a testament to how seriously we take NBC in this Division.  Sure we found a few minor things to work on, but that just gives us something to talk about at the next Chemical Conference in late June.

During the last FOG Rain Exercise three units were required to perform Operational Decontamination.  Congrats to 1-9 Infantry for doing a super job in getting set up and accomplishing the mission.  Other units had some problems.  Sanator maintenance is still an issue.  Trust me, if your Battalion Commander is aware that his organic decontamination equipment is dead lined or not even on hand, he is going to do something about it.  The most disturbing thing that occurred happened when one unit did not have a 65 GPM pump to get water to its Sanator.   Instead of looking for internal assets within the unit or the brigade, they called me and requested for 4th Chem to bring them a pump.  WRONG ANSWER!  An Operational Decontamination is not conducted with assets from a Chemical Unit.  Its all accomplished with internal assets.  Occasionally we might conduct what’s called an “Operational Supported Decontamination”.  That’s when a chemical unit comes in and sets up an Operational Decon site.  But that is rare.  Normally our chemical company is busy conducting Thorough Decontaminations.  They will not have time or extra assets to assist you with something you are required to do on your own.  We have got to get better at Operational Decon.  Expect to see more of these during alert exercises.

CDE remains an issue.  At last month’s CDE turn in, brigade NBC staff turned in brigade roll-ups…signed by their brigade commander…that were obviously wrong.  Specifically, when you look at the amount of a certain item on the roll-up, then add up that brigade’s subordinate units’ numbers for that same item...the numbers do not match.  That’s not a technical learning issue we can help you with.  That’s simply not doing your job at the Brigade level.  Battalion commanders are starting to attack this issue with new vigor.  Its up to you folks to take that renewed emphasis and make it work to better your unit.

This will be my last newsletter.  My replacement is LTC Kim Chamberlain and he will do a great job supporting you and this great Division.  My parting words to all of you is to remember we are just a lanyard pull away from chemical warfare.  Remember that unlike Ft Hood or Ft Stewart, we don’t have 2-3 weeks to get our “NBC House” in order.  Its got to be done immediately.  Keep the pressure on Division Chemical to help you out and do your best to make sure your unit is ready to go when that alert siren goes off.

1. NBC Room of the Quarter (ROQ)

The winning NBC room will be announced at the Chemical Conference on the 25th of June.

2. Chemical Defense Equipment (CDE)

Even though there have been monthly measures established to facilitate CDE reporting accuracy, there are still more work needed.  As a result, we need you to be proactive in order to achieve CDE accuracy.  We look forward in the up coming months to assisting you with resolving any CDE issues you may have. 

3. Supply Advisory Messages (SAMs)

There were a couple of recent Supply Advisory Messages (SAM) from SBCCOM: SAM #03-15-012: DECONTAMINATING KIT, SKIN: M291, NSN 6850-01-276-1905 and (SAM), #03-21-18, TOXICOLOGICAL AGENTS PROTECTIVE BOOT,  (TAP); NSN 8430-00-820-6304.  

All M291 skin decon kits manufactured by Rohn & HAAS (RHA) expired on 31 JAN 2003.  Lot RHA91K004-054 is extended until 31 March 2005.  Lot RHA91L021-056 is extended until 30 April 2005.  The following lots remain serviceable until 31 July 2003 and will not be extended again:

RHA91A020-031

RHA91B020-034

RHA91D004-002

The following lots are serviceable until 31 July 2003 and may be retested for extension:

Ensure all M291 kits are inspected for holes and defects.  Use DD Form 2477 to mark boxes with new expiration date.  These forms can be found at The AEPS website, http://AEPS.ria.army.mil.

Tap boots have been found to have the following defects: improper adhesion between the strapping and the boot, which have caused some boot seams of the strapping edge at the back of the boot to raise about 1/8 to 1/4 inch from the boot shaft.  Some also failed leak testing. 

These items are identified only under the subject contract (contract number SPO 100-00-D-0305). Determine if you have any of these items on hand and if so, segregate and do not use them.

Today’s NBC Questions and Answers
Q1. How often do I have to change my filters?

A1.  In an area of operation with no chemical attacks confirmed, change filters annually. For units that have experienced chemical attacks, change filters every 30 days. (FM 3-4) 

Q2. Does my protective mask protect me against biological agents? 

A2. Yes it will, however unless indicators are present and surveys are conducted as a result of those indicators there will be no way to detect Biological agents. (TM 3-4240-339-10)

Q3.  How do I know if I have a good fit and seal on my protective mask?

A3.  Your unit NBC NCO or qualified personnel should test your Protective Mask annually utilizing the M41 Protection Assessment Test System (PATS). The PATS is designed to verify that a protective mask, while worn by a soldier, is capable of providing the required Army Protection Factor. The PATS verifies that: (1) the fit of the mask to the soldiers' face is acceptable, and (2) there are no critical leaks in the mask system. In addition to these features, the PATS can also be used to help screen for unserviceable masks, assist in determining if Preventive Maintenance Checks and Services (PMCS) have been conducted properly on critical components, and assist in training personnel on the proper wearing of the mask.
