Dragon Soldiers:

     Great quarter as we completed our summer personnel transitions.  You did not skip a beat, and the new team is successfully onboard and in full stride.  This quarter allowed for successful team building at all levels.  Warpath I and Ulchi Focus Lens (UFL) were great exercises to dust off standing operating procedures and execute our chemical missions in accordance with current doctrine, but more importantly these exercises gave us an opportunity to instill in this new team the offensive spirit.  Our focus quickly became a search for opportunities to anticipate and exploit the adversary through our superior use of information.  

     It is imperative that we continue to hone our skills as Dragon Soldiers and understand our role of advising the commander, while ensuring our NBC training and equipment are second to none.  Along these lines, we must make a conscious effort to learn the mission of the maneuver commander, so that we can integrate NBC training into as many training plans as possible…we must be prepared to “fight tonight” under all environmental conditions.  

     As the experts in NBC related matters, we must all play an active role in examining where we are as it pertains to NBC readiness.  Division Chemical is available to assist you in developing training plans to ensure unit NBC preparedness is up to par.  There is no reason that any unit within the 2d Infantry Division should be less than satisfactory in the area of NBC on command inspections conducted by the Division Staff.  However, unless you, as the NBC expert, advise your unit commander and inform him of your unit’s NBC readiness status, it is very possible that you will not get the emphasis you need to move in the right direction.  Your ultimate goal for the unit has to be ensuring that it is ready to fight and win in an NBC environment, if necessary.

     With our adversary’s ability to launch chemical strikes with the pull of a lanyard, we must be trained and ready to decontaminate at all levels…immediate, operational, and thorough.  The Division will be fielded the M100 Sorbent Decontamination System in just a few short weeks, and it will replace the M11s and M13 Decontamination Apparatuses for immediate decontamination.  The 4th Chemical Company will be the only unit in the Division authorized to maintain the M13 DAPs to be used for assistance with thorough decontamination operations.  One area that we must continue to work is operational decontamination.  Most of our units are authorized the sanator decontamination system to conduct independent operational decontamination.  However, several units do not have certified or licensed operators.  Division Chemical will work with our representatives from the U.S. Army Soldier and Biological Chemical Command (SBCCOM) to organize training that will remedy this shortfall.  Brigade and Separate Battalion NBC NCOs and officers will be asked to assist their commanders in identifying personnel that require the training to be authorized to operate the sanator. 

     Stay focused on the mission and keep your good ideas flowing this way.  Every soldier’s opinion counts, and in order to keep the 2d Infantry Division in a “fight tonight” readiness status, we must all put forth our best effort at all times.

Logistics

1. NBC Room of the Quarter (ROQ)

The winner of last quarter’s NBC Room of the Quarter competition is B/6-37 FA.  Congratulations!  Keep up the great work.  The fourth quarter competition has already begun.  I encourage everyone to participate.

2. M100 

Initial fielding of the M100 Sorbent Decontamination System (SDS) will occur within the next 6 to 8 weeks.  A draft distribution plan was sent out to your units for feedback.  From there, we will prioritize which units will receive the initial shipment.  Check out our web site for capabilities data, and please call or email us with any additional questions or concerns you may have.

3. NAAK STORAGE PROCEDURES
Store at room temperature between 50 and 86 degrees Fahrenheit.  Keep from freezing.  NAAK/Mark 1 Kits are a prescription use only item and contains two needles.  They must be stored in a locked container, (i.e. wall locker) with limited access, IAW Para 4-20, AR 190-51, until issued to an individual.  Storage procedures can also be found in the UDR, used locally by the DMSO/702d MSB.  If material has been exposed to conditions other than those stated above, report immediately to the Division Chemical office, DMOC/DISCOM and DMSO/702d MSB.  

4. CDE Turn-in

The following turn-in tips will help you:

· The CDE disk works

· Your supporting documents reflect data accurately on the CDE report

· Conduct a pre-scrub at your level

· Turn-in quarterly required documents when they are due (along with your monthly documents)

· Ensure turn-in documents are signed by the commander or a designated representative


Dragon’s lair
During the Division Chemical Conference on 25 June 2003 a number of questions came up during LTC Chamberlain’s open forum on NBC issues.  Listed below are the questions and a possible course of action.  

Q1: Personnel are being placed in positions that are above their knowledge.  PFC and below are being put in NBC rooms and having to sign for thousands of dollars worth of equipment without knowing the proper procedures.  They are also required to advise their commanders on NBC related issues.

A1:  Brigade and Battalion NBC NCOs must ensure the soldiers are sent to the required NBC courses taught by our NBC school, and conduct Low Density MOS training.  They should also make themselves available to answer questions, lend mentorship and guidance to their subordinates.

Q2:  Not getting support from commanders to send NBC NCOs to school and cannot get time to conduct Low Density MOS Training.

A2:  Sell your job to the commanders so they see the importance of the training.

Let Division Chemical know, through your Brigade Chemical staff, if you continue to have problems.  2ID Reg 350-1 Chapter 11 states you will send the officer, NCO and alternate to the NBC course.  We do have great attendance at our NBC school, so commanders do realize the importance of this training.  

Q3:  Can Battalions consolidate their NBC rooms?

A3:  This is not a good idea due to property issues.  In the past when this was done, commanders ended up missing equipment.

Q4:  We don’t train NBC during field exercises at Brigade level and below; it is not integrated into the exercises.

A4:  Learn your unit’s mission and integrate NBC into the training plans early.  Take part in training meetings and in the exercise planning process.  Take advantage of training aids available to you to make training more realistic.

Q5:  How long does it take to get a replacement CHEMO?

A5:  This depends on a number of factors.  The most important factor is matching the DEROS of the outgoing Chemo with projected incoming officers.  The Deputy Division Chemo works daily with the DCO, Div G1 and higher HQs to receive replacements in time to transition with the incumbent officer.  He will not always be able to do this, but this is always his goal. 

Q6:  Problem getting enough CS capsules.  How can we get more?

A6:  You must forecast for next year’s allocations.  See FM 3-9 to calculate the amount of CS capsules you need for your unit.  Then, talk with your ammunition and training officer or NCO to ensure these figures are included in the requested allocations at the next Training Resource Management Conference.
