SECTION I – COMMAND INFORMATION

1.  EMERGENCY ACCESS PHONE NUMBER:  The emergency phone number can be accessed through any DSN phone on every camp by dialing 911. To access 911 on your cell phone on: CRC – 031-870-9117, Casey – 0505-730-5906, Western Corridor – 0505-734-2117.

2.  URGENT!  The 2004-2005 Voting Assistance Guide:  There is little time left to cast your vote for the upcoming election.  All Federal Write-In Absentee Ballots should be mailed in no later than October 9.  Should you need assistance completing the form, see your local Voting Assistance Officer.  If you have not yet registered to vote, there may still be time for you to do so.  Procedures vary by state, so see your local Voting Assistance Officer.  

3.  NEW!  off-post curfew hours:  Due to an increased potential for demonstrations and violent actions against US personnel, installations, and facilities in Korea, USFK implements a peninsula-wide off-post curfew of 2100-0500 daily until further notice.   
4.  PUBLIC DEMONSTRATIONS:  As demonstrations become more frequent near US installations, all Warriors are reminded to avoid demonstrations and large gatherings regardless of location. You should neither taunt nor encourage the demonstrators in any way.  Remember to always travel with a buddy and present yourself in a professional manner.  If you need assistance, call 112 for the Korean National Police.  If you are in Seoul, please dial 02-7914-3004 or 3005 for Yongsan’s Military Police.  If in other areas of Korea, please refer to the emergency phone number on your SOFA card.  All USFK personnel and their family members are required to carry a SOFA card at all times.  
5.  Increased Soldier Awareness of Terrorist Threats:  During the past week, there have been several reports of suspicious activity by Third Country Nationals (TCNs) to gain information about U.S. military installations at Camp Casey and in Yongsan.  We must remain watchful for any evidence of potential terrorist activity in South Korea. Soldiers of the 2nd Infantry Division must understand that they are the first and best line of defense against any potential terrorist act.  

Every Warrior Soldier is a sensor -- Soldiers will remain vigilant and report immediately to their chain of command any activity by individuals attempting to gather information about our facilities or gathering places.  SALUTE reporting must be timely. 

Uniformed Patrol (UP) guards will remain especially vigilant and will report any person who enters or attempts to enter an installation without proper authorization.  All entry guard forces will watch for any suspicious monitoring or surveillance activities around our camps or near our gates. 

Military Police (MPs), Brigade S5s and Command Presence Patrols (CPs) will strictly enforce standards for parking of motorized vehicles and carrying of backpacks in the local entertainment districts during evening hours. 

Soldiers will continue to use the buddy system at all times when off of their camp and will adhere to the Warrior standards. Curfew is 2100 until further notice.  


Be watchful, be aware, report!

6.  NEW! IDENTITY THEFT ALERT:  Attempted Identity Theft messages have taken place on Korea Email Services over the last 2 weeks which has prompted this ALERT.  Be advised that no credible financial institute would send out an E-mail asking a customer to provide any account information. This is a cleverly crafted attempt to get a recipient to provide personal information for possible identity theft.  
7.  PROSTITUTION/OFF LIMIT SITES:  Prostitution, soliciting prostitution, and pandering (i.e., getting a prostitute for another) are illegal acts and contrary to Army values.  Under changes proposed by the Pentagon, frequenting a prostitute could soon be a violation of the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ). As soon as early next year, military members who pay for sexual services could face a dishonorable discharge and up to a year in jail.  Under the current Article 134 of the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ), Soldiers who serve as prostitutes may be sentenced to a dishonorable discharge, forfeiture of all pay and allowances, and confinement for one year; individuals pandering can receive up to 5 years of confinement.  These criminal acts are prohibited both on-post and off-post (i.e., prostitution is illegal in the "Ville" and punishable under the UCMJ).  Soldiers are prohibited from bringing known prostitutes onto their posts and into their barracks--such persons are unauthorized guests.  Aside from prostitution being illegal under the UCMJ and the laws of Korea, Soldiers must protect themselves from the risk of sexually transmitted diseases, to include HIV.  Prostitution can be a deadly business: don't take part in it!  2nd (US) Infantry Division prohibits personnel from entering designated off-limits clubs in all USFK areas in order to ensure the safety and welfare of its personnel, and to help prevent human trafficking or prostitution activities. 7.  WARRIOR BUDDY SYSTEM- All warriors are reminded to use the Warrior Buddy System. Soldiers should always travel with a buddy. Soldiers are encouraged to travel in groups of two or three, but not in a large group that may attract unwanted attention.

SECTION II – OFFICIAL

1.  HOT!  Fall and Spring Clean-up:  To standardize the activities required to maintain the garrison’s building and grounds, to identify and correct unsafe conditions, and to beautify the area.  All units, activities, and facilities will clean, fix, repair and otherwise maintain building and grounds within their area of operations. The dates of the cleanup will be announced by Memorandum from the Garrison commander.

2.  NEW!  SAFETY DAY:   In order to teach, educate and inform soldiers about safety issues and risk management on and off-duty, the 2d Infantry Division will stand-down and conduct training and briefings for the Division Safety Day on December 10.  The theme is “Do the Right Thing -- Be Prepared to Fight and Win Tonight.”

3.  IG TIP OF THE WEEK - COOPERATE with  the INSPECTOR GENERAL:  Inspectors General (IG) operate within an environment consisting of the commander, the commander’s soldiers, family members, DA civilian employees, retirees, and other civilians needing assistance with an Army matter and the IG System. Inspectors general are members of the Commander’s personal staff and serve as an extension of his eyes, ears, voice, and conscience.  They also maintain a clear distinction between being an extension of the commander and their sworn duty to serve as fair and impartial and objective fact-finders and problem solvers.

Soldiers and DA Civilians who do not cooperate with an IG violate AR 20-1, Para1-9d. Inspectors general are authorized access to all documents and all other evidentiary materials needed to discharge their duties.  Also para 8-5b.  DA personnel who are witnesses or subjects may not lawfully refuse to answer questions properly related to an IG inquiry or investigation unless answering the question will incriminate them, will involve certain privileged communications, or will be in violation of their right to union representation as described below (para 8-5c). (See MCM section V, Privileges, Military Rules of Evidence.)

In addition, all IGs carry credentials, and here in Warrior country, the Commanding General issued this order, which is written on every 2ID IG Officer and NCO’s credential:  The individual, whose signature and photograph appears on the reverse side, is a United States Inspector General on duty with the Office of the Inspector General, 2d Infantry Division, Korea.  His duties require him/her to make confidential inquiries/investigations on behalf of the Commanding General.  This individual is entitled to all appropriate assistance and access to all areas in execution if his duties.  (signed) Commanding General. 

Thus, it is in your best interest and for the interest of unit readiness to cooperate with the Inspector General.  We are here to help.  To contact us, call dsn 732-8770/8782/8779.

4.  PREVENTION OF COLD WEATHER INJURIES:  Every winter, several 2ID soldiers suffer severe cold weather injuries (CWI).  These injuries are unfortunate since they are largely preventable when the appropriate measures are taken. The individual soldier can very effectively prevent CWI. 


CWI fall into three broad types: hypothermia, frostbite, and trench foot (also called immersion foot).  Hypothermia is when the body’s core temperature drops below normal levels (95F).  This is a serious situation that can result in death.  Frostbite occurs when parts of the body, usually the fingers, toes, nose, or ears, actually freeze.  The injuries look like burns, but initially appear as white, waxy, painless areas.  Trench foot occurs when a foot is exposed to moisture in a cold environment over a period of time.  It does not have to be below freezing to get trench foot or hypothermia!


It is every soldier’s responsibility to prevent these injuries.  If you suffer from a CWI, seek qualified medical treatment immediately.  For further information refer to the Preventive Medicine Link.  

5.  ON POST ESCORT REMINDER:  USFK 190-7, Chapter 6 forbids citizens of both Terrorists sponsoring and counterintelligence gathering countries from entering USFK installations without an exception to policy, married or not, DOD identification cardholder or not.  These groups are identified as Designated Country Personnel (DCP).  If a DOD service member has married or is planning to marry a DCP, he or she must request through command channels and obtain the exception to policy from the USFK J-2, prior to entry onto a USFK camp.  SUICIDE PREVENTION HOTLINE:  Suicide Prevention is everyone's responsibility -- leaders, co-workers, and friends. If you think someone may be considering suicide, apply the acronym AID for LIFE. 


- Ask the person is he or she is thinking about hurting him or herself. 


- Intervene.

- Don't keep it a secret.

- Locate help from the Staff Duty Officer, First Sergeant, company commander, urgent care clinic, chaplain, doctor or physician assistant.

- Inform the chain of command of the situation.


- Find someone to stay with the Soldier. Never leave the person alone.


- Expedite. Get help immediately. Take the Soldier to the urgent care clinic or call the new crisis intervention hotline - dial H-E-L-P (4357) from any DSN phone or 0505-730-HELP from a cell phone or non-DSN phone. A mental health care officer or mental health care specialist (91X) answers the hotline from 0830-1630 KSD and the chaplain will answer the hotline from 1630 – 0830 KSD.  For immediate or severe crisis, soldiers can reach a mental health care specialist by phone 24 hours a day.  The mental health care specialist will assist and help the soldier in anyway possible.  
7.  Sexual Assault Victims Hotline: 
The Department of Defense Task Force on Care for Victims of Sexual Assault is running a hotline as a means for active duty military victims of sexual assault and any uniformed members to provide input (anonymously if desired) to the task force.  The number for Hotline in country is 723-0066.  By calling this number, you will automatically be connected to DSN 312-761-

1659.  From off post, you can dial 0505, then 723-0066.  The telephone number will be available from 0900 - 2100 Eastern Standard Time daily, which is 2200 – 1000 in Korea.

SECTION II. A. – SOLDIER SUPPORT

Be aware of what you are doing and the affect it could have on your credit rating or career.  Make sure funds are available before you write a check."
