Lieutenant Colonel Christopher L. Spillman

Born in San Antonio, Texas and raised in Santa Rosa, California, Lieutenant Colonel Spillman is a 1985 ROTC Distinguished Military Graduate from California State University, San Bernardino with a B.A. in Social Sciences.

Lieutenant Colonel Spillman has served in a variety of forward area air defense assignments and staff positions.  He first served as a Stinger section leader and headquarters battery executive officer for 1-18 FA in Augsburg, Germany followed by an intra-theater reassignment to 5-44 ADA at Spangdahlem Air Base where he was as Vulcan platoon leader, Stinger platoon leader, battery executive officer, and battalion S-1.  After returning to the United States and following graduation from the Infantry Officer Advanced Course, Lieutenant Colonel Spillman was assigned to 2-3 ADA, Fort Riley, Kansas where he served as an assistant S-3 during Operation Desert Storm, battalion S1, and as a Vulcan/Stinger Battery Commander with Alpha Battery.  Lieutenant Colonel Spillman’s next assignments took him to New Brunswick, Canada as an air defense exchange officer and instructor at the Canadian Air Defence Artillery School, and then to Fort Irwin, California to serve as an observer-controller and Assistant Chief of Staff, G1/AG.  Upon graduation from the Command and General Staff College, Lieutenant Colonel Spillman was assigned to Germany as the Battalion Executive Officer for 4-3 ADA, 1st Infantry Division, which included a deployment to Macedonia in support of Operation Joint Guardian, and later, as a Command Group Staff Action Control Officer, Headquarters, United States Army Europe (USAREUR).   After his USAREUR assignment, Lieutenant Colonel Spillman was reassigned to the Battle Command Training Program, Fort Leavenworth, Kansas where he served first as the deputy G3 and then as an air defense artillery observer-controller for Operations Group B.

Lieutenant Colonel Spillman has a M.S. in Management from Saint Mary College, Leavenworth, Kansas and his awards include the Bronze Star Medal, Meritorious Service Medal (4 OLC), Army Commendation Medal (2 OLC), Air Force Commendation Medal (1 OLC) Army Achievement Medal (1 OLC), Southwest Asia Service Medal, Kuwait Liberation Medal, Kingdom of Saudi Arabia Kuwait Liberation Medal, NATO Medal, and Kosovo Medal.
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
