5/5 ADA is made up of five batteries, four of which are located in the Republic of Korea.  The fifth located at Fort Lewis, Washington.

Headquarters and Headquarters Battery – ColdSteel, Located on Camp Sears, which has the Sentinel Radar utilized by the Early Warning Scout Platoon and the Battalion TOC and ALOC.      

Alpha Battery – Assassins, Located on Camp Casey, is made up two platoons of Bradley Stinger Fighting Vehicles (BSFVs) and a Stinger Team MANPADS platoon.                                            Bravo Battery – Bushwackers, Located on Camp Hovey, is made up of two platoons of BSFVs and a Stinger Team MANPADS platoon.

C Battery, 5th Battalion, 5th Air Defense Artillery 

The 5th Battalion, 5th Air Defense Artillery Regiment was constituted on 18 June 1861 as the 5th Regiment of Artillery at Fort Greble, Pennsylvania. It was reconstituted 1 July 1924 in the Regular Army as the 5th Coast Artillery Battalion in Korea on 28 June 1950. In 1971 the unit was redesignated as the 5th Battalion, 5th Air Defense Artillery under the Combat Arms Regimental system.

The 5th Air Defense Artillery Battalion had distinguished itself in the Civil War, World War II, the Korean War and Vietnam. The Battalion was awarded the Republic of Korea Presidential Unit Citation for its actions during the Korean War.

Charlie Battery has activated under the new Army Force Alignment Plan. Their parent unit (5th Battalion, 5th Air Defense Artillery) is currently located in Korea as part of the 2nd Infantry Division. The Battery was inactivated in 1996 at Camp Casey, Korea, and reactivated here at Fort Lewis. Their mission is to provide Air Defense to the 3rd Brigade, 2nd Infantry Division as the CONUS- based Brigade of the 2nd Infantry Division.

Air Defense Artillery ADA

During World War I there were no Air Defense Artillery units assigned to the 2nd Infantry Division.

During World War II there were still no Air Defense Artillery units assigned to the 2nd Infantry Division, there was however some attached to the division - Antiaircraft Artillery

During the Korean War – 82nd AAA Battalion (Anti-Aircraft Artillery).  Bearing the name 82nd Antiaircraft Artillery Automatic Weapons Battalion (Self-Propelled), the 2nd Division’s Antiaircraft Artillery unit had its origin on 1 September 1952 as the 462nd Coast Artillery Battalion.   As an Antiaircraft Searchlight unit, this organization took part in five WWII campaigns, being cited twice by the Belgian government.

On 9 January 1948 the unit received the name 82nd AAA AW Battalion and was named a Regular Army unit.  Activated at Fort Bliss, Texas on 15 January 1949, the 82nd received training and was assigned to the 2nd Division on 29 August.  In Korea the Battalion 
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has participated in every major engagement of the Division, winning Distinguished Unit 

Streamers at Hongchon and Chipyong-ni.

The Battalion’s motto, “Accompli,” is Latin for “It is accomplished.” 

Later the 2/61st Air Defense Artillery was assigned to the division, and now 5/5th Air Defense Artillery, I couldn’t find the dates.
