SUBJECT:  Memorandum of Instruction, Management of the United States Army Health Clinic-Camp Casey  (USAHC) 

1.  References.

     a.  18th MEDCOM/2ID MOA, effective 10 December 2001

2.  Purpose.  To establish responsibilities of the Division Support Command (DISCOM) units for the operation of the USAHC-Camp Casey.

3.  General.  The 2d Infantry Division (2ID) is a forward deployed division.  As such, it relies on its organic medical soldiers for its day to day and “Fight Tonight” health care.  The primary location of day to day health care for Camp Casey/Hovey area is the USAHC-Camp Casey

4.  Responsibilities.

      a.  DISCOM S1

           (1)  Provide disinterested inventory and survey officers to conduct inventories of controlled substances and medical chemical defense material and investigate as needed.

      b.  DISCOM MCO

          (1)  Provide one non-tactical vehicle (TMP) for use by the USAHC-Camp Casey.

      c.  DMOC

          (1)  Serve as the executive agent for integration of the 18th MEDCOM and 2ID soldiers regarding operations at USAHC-Camp Casey.

          (2)  Serve as the liaison between DISCOM, the Division Surgeon and 18th MEDCOM on matters pertaining to operations at USAHC-Camp Casey.

          (3)  Coordinate for emergency biomedical maintenance services for 18th MEDCOM equipment used at the USAHC-Camp Casey.

          (4)  Coordinate for emergency medical re-supply for the USAHC-Camp Casey.

          (5)  Ensure this memorandum of instruction (MOI) is reviewed annually and updated as needed.

          (6)  Provide a medical CMF soldier, grade of E6 or E7, to be the 2ID liaison officer at USAHC-Seoul.  Duties will include checking on reporting 2ID soldiers who are admitted/released to/from 121 GH to the Division Surgeon and the service members Chain-of-Command

     d.  Commander, 702d MSB

          (1)  Provide soldiers as indicated in enclosure 1.  Soldiers are to be placed in a special duty status with their primary place of duty of USAHC-Camp Casey.  Soldiers will work IAW the schedule established by the USAHC-Camp Casey OIC.  Soldiers will report for duty with current weapons qualification and APFT.

          (2)  Provide MPT soldiers as indicated in enclosure 1.  Soldiers are to be placed in a duty status for 60 days with their primary place of duty at USAHC-Camp Casey.  Soldiers will report for duty with current weapons qualification and APFT.

          (3)  Provide maintenance support to 18th MEDCOM tactical vehicles in support of the USAHC-Camp Casey.

          (4)  Responsible for 18th MEDCOM soldiers working in the USAHC-Camp Casey in the event of a no-notice outbreak of hostilities and they are unable to return to their parent unit.

          (5)  Responsible for rations and provide/coordinate for billeting for 18th MEDCOM soldiers working at the USAHC-Camp Casey.

          (6)  Commanders are encouraged to allow low density MOS’s to work (above the required number stated in the enclosure) at the USAHC-Camp Casey when possible.

          (7)  Coordinate for FM communication equipment and signal maintenance support for the aeromedical evacuation operations at the USAHC-Camp Casey.

          (8)  Attach senior physician to Alpha Company, 168th Medical Battalion to serve as USAHC-Camp Casey OIC and as the DISCOM Surgeon.  As DISCOM Surgeon he/she will have direct access to the DISCOM Commander.

         (9)  Provide a 67F, Optometry Officer, to serve in the USAHC-Camp Stanley.

         (10)  Provide a 91WM620 to the urgent care clinic at USAHC-Camp Casey to serve as the UC NCOIC.

     e.  Commander, 302d FSB

         (1)  Provide soldiers as indicated in enclosure 1.  Soldiers are to be placed in a special duty status with their primary place of duty as the USAHC-Camp Casey.  Soldiers will work IAW the schedule established by the USAHC-Camp Casey OIC.  Soldiers will report for duty with current weapons qualification, and APFT.

         (2)  Provide MPT soldiers as indicated in enclosure 1.  Soldiers are to be placed in a duty status for 60 days with their primary place of duty at USAHC-Camp Casey.  Soldiers will report for duty with current weapons qualification and APFT.

         (3)  Provide temporary billeting support to 18th MEDCOM soldiers only when permanent billeting is not available at 702d MSB.

         (4)  Commanders are encouraged to allow low density MOS’s to work (above the required number stated in the enclosure) at the USAHC-Camp Casey when possible.

         (5)  Provide a 91WM620 to the primary care clinic at USAHC-Camp Casey to serve as the PC NCOIC.

    f.  Commander, 2d FSB

         (1)  Provide soldiers as indicated in enclosure 1.  Soldiers are to be placed in a special duty status with their primary place of duty as the USAHC-Camp Casey.  Soldiers will work IAW the schedule established by the USAHC-Camp Casey OIC.  Soldiers will report for duty with current weapons qualification, and APFT.

         (2)  Provide MPT soldiers as indicated in enclosure 1.  Soldiers are to be placed in a duty status for 60 days with their primary place of duty at USAHC-Camp Casey.  Soldiers will report for duty with current weapons qualification and APFT.

         (3)  Commanders are encouraged to allow low density MOS’s to work (above the required number stated in the enclosure) at the USAHC-Camp Casey when possible.

5.  Coordinating Instructions.

     a.  Soldiers who are Special Duty (SD) to the USAHC-Camp Casey are exempt from unit duty rosters.  Units may request soldiers to participate in unit Field Training Exercises (FTX).  A by name request will be sent to the USAHC-Camp Casey thru the DMOC NLT six weeks prior to the event.   The DISCOM Commander will mitigate disputes that cannot be resolved by the DMOC.

     b.  Medical Proficiency Training personnel will be on a 60 day rotational basis with a three day overlap between classes.  Soldiers enrolled in MPT will not take leave or passes except on an emergency basis.  MPT personnel are exempt from unit duty rosters while enrolled in the course.  MPT personnel will not be within the 90 day PCS/ETS window.  MPT will begin on 4 March 02.  

     c.  During Division-level alerts, all soldiers will sign-in at their company and continue through a maximum of N+1 hours with their parent unit.  Soldiers on duty at the USAHC-Camp Casey at the time of the alert are to call their parent unit for accountability and remain at the clinic until released by the USAHC OIC.

     d.  Properly trained KATUSA personnel may be substituted for US soldiers on a one-for-one basis with the concurrence of the USAHC-Camp Casey OIC.

     e.  Uniform Code of Military Justice, leave requests, NCOER, OER and awards will remain with the parent unit.
